Section 6.154 permits a personal representative or guardian who holds an ownership interest as part of the estate to vote the interest without transferring the interest into his or her name.  The amendment clarifies that the voting may be done by proxy or in person.

Requires the court of continuing jurisdiction to determine the unpaid amount of the child support obligation, listing factors that the court must consider.  The court may (1) find that the child support obligation has been satisfied and enter an order terminating the obligation, or (2) enter a judgment in favor of the obligee, for the benefit of the child, in the amount of the unpaid child support, designating the obligee as a constructive trustee for the amounts paid.  Gives the obligee a claim against the estate for the unpaid child support obligation.  Provides that if money paid to the obligee exceeds the remaining obligation owed, the obligee holds that amount as a constructive trustee for the estate until it is delivered to the estate’s personal representative.  Permits the divorce court to order that the obligor parent maintain a life insurance policy that would fund a trust or an annuity payable to the obligor for the benefit of the child that would satisfy the support obligation on the obligor’s death, listing factors that the divorce court must consider.

Gives county clerks the authority to obtain criminal record checks for all potential guardians.  Permits the clerk to charge a $10 fee for costs.
